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CHARTER COMMISSION MEMBERS WANTED

The Auburn City Commission has determined it is time to establish a Charter Commission to
revise and rewrite the 37 year old Auburn City Charter. Michigan Statute outlines a careful
procedure for Charter Commission and Charter Revision. Nine persons must be selected
through an election. The candidates have no party designation. A candidate for the Charter
Commission election must file a petition signed by 20 qualified electors residing within the
City of Auburn asking that their names be placed on the ballot. Each voter in the City is
allowed to vote for not more than nine candidates for the Charter Commission.

Once selected, the Charter Commission operates as an autonomous body. It must convene
within ten days of the election, and develop a Charter for the City within 90 days after that
first meeting. All meetings of the Charter Commission will be conducted at a public meeting
and held in compliance with the Michigan Open Meetings Act. All notices of times, places
and dates of meetings will be posted just like any City Commission meeting. The Charter
Commission will choose its own officers and determine its own rules of proceeding and keep
a record of its proceedings. Once the Charter Commission has completed drafting the
proposed Charter, the Charter will be submitted to the voters of Auburn for adoption or
rejection.

Candidates for the Charter Commission must have had a residence within the City for at least
three years. No City officer or employee, whether elected or appointed, is eligible to a seat on
the Charter Commission.

The City Commission must determine if members of the Charter Commission will receive any
compensation for their service. Money for the expense and operation of the Charter
Commission itself will be appropriated by the City Commission. At this time, there is no plan
to compensate members of the Charter Commission. However, it is anticipated that if such
compensation is available, it will not exceed the per meeting amount paid to a member of any
other committee or board of the City.

The current Charter was adopted in 1973. The City Commission has determined that a
thorough review is needed to be sure that the City Charter of Auburn conforms to develop-
ments in the law and the needs of the City. The hope is that the Charter Commission’s duties
can be discharged within 90 days of its first meeting.

This notice is intended to serve as an informal poll of Auburn citizens to see if there is interest
in establishing a Charter Revision committee. If there is sufficient interest and if there appear
to be enough citizens willing to serve on a Charter Commission and go through the election
process, the City Commission will act further to establish a formal procedure for nomination
and election of Charter Commission members.

Auburn Veterans Memorial

Auburn resident Dale Gripentrog is leading the way for a veterans memorial to
honor the city’s fallen veterans and POW/MIAs. The memorial will be located in
the Auburn City Park where the U.S. flag currently flies. The memorial will be
for veterans and POW/MIAs of all U.S. wars ranging from WWI to current
Afghanistan and Iraq wars.

Two additional flag poles will be stand beside the current flag pole and fly the
Michigan and POW/MIA flags. The centerpiece of the proposed memorial will be
a 2-foot high 7-foot long wall placed in front of the flagpoles that will list the
names of fallen soldiers from the City of Auburn and Williams Township.

Leading up to the wall will be a walkway 40 feet long and 6 feet wide with
various plants and flowers around it. The walkway will be made out of pavers
similar to the wall. People may purchase a 4-by-8 paver for $100 or an 8-by-8
paver for $200. Behind the flag poles 2 benches are planned so the memorial
can serve as a meeting area for veterans where they can sit and relax. Plans
also include a copy of the Fallen Soldiers monument, a statue of an upside
down rifle with boots and a helmet.

Mr. Gripentrog is in the process of compiling the names of the fallen soldiers. If
you know of someone please contact him at 989-266-3158.

The entire project is estimated to cost around $20,000 and fund raisers are
being planned. If you are interested in becoming being a part of the veterans
memorial the monthly meetings are scheduled on the last Wednesday of the
month at 4:00 pm at the Auburn Hotel, 101 W. Midland Road.

Canisters have been placed in many of the local businesses to collect
donations and a “Comedy Hour” fundraiser will be held at the Auburn Hotel on
October 17th at 2:00 p.m. The amateur standup event is open to anyone who
wants to perform with monetary prizes given out.
